We are pleased to announce that Professor Daniele Archibugi will be at SPRU for the week Monday 11th July to Friday 15th July 2005.  He will be pleased to discuss with post-graduate students a variety of issues related to his expertise. This will be done through a series of seminars in which Prof. Archibugi will present some of his recent work, and through individual discussions with students on their current research agendas and plans.

Professor Daniele Archibugi:

Professor Archibugi is Technological Director at the Italian National Research Council in Rome. He has graduated in Economics at the University of Rome (supervisor: Professor Federico Caffè) and taken his Ph.D. at the Science and Technology Policy Unit (SPRU) of University of Sussex (supervisor: Professor Keith Pavitt). He has worked and taught at the Universities of Sussex, Naples, Cambridge and Rome. He has been Leverhulme Visiting Professor at the London School of Economics and Political Science in 2003-2004 and Lauro de Bosis Visiting Professor at the Harvard University in 2004-2005. From September 2005, he will take a part-time Professorship in Innovation, Governance and Public Policy at Birkbeck College, University of London.

He is an adviser to the European Union, the OECD, several UN agencies and various national governments. He has led many projects on science and technology policy studies for the European Commission and other international organisations.

He is the author of several books and articles in refereed journals on the theory and measurement of technological change. Among his recent books, he has co-edited The Globalising Learning Economy (Oxford University Press, 2001), Innovation Policy in a Global Economy (Cambridge University Press, 1999), Trade, Growth and Technical Change (Cambridge University Press, 1998), Technology, Globalisation and Economic Performance (Cambridge University Press, 1997). He is also the co-author of a volume devoted to the measurement of the technological capabilities of OECD countries (The Technological Specialization of Advanced Countries. A Report to the EEC on International Science and Technology Activities, Kluwer, 1992).

Seminar Topics:

Seminar 1: The private and public components of knowledge, and how intellectual property rights, TRIPS and globalistaion affect them.

How is the nature of knowledge transformed in the current age? What are the real issues at stake in controversies on intellectual property rights? Can the notion of global public goods be applied to knowledge?

Seminar 2: The globalisation of science and technology. Concepts, facts and policies.

Globalisation is more and more a fashionable concept. In the extended literature, the title of two works - ‘The globalisation of globalisation’ and ‘The globalisation of nothing’ - give an idea of how much  the literature in this field has progressed. New technologies have provided material conditions to accelerate the exchange of information among distant localities. But how has globalisation changed the way in which scientific and technological knowledge is transmitted?

Seminar 3: Will Europe become the most dynamic knowledge economy of the world?

What is the state of the art of the Lisbon strategy? What are the major hurdles faced by European countries to compete with the United States and Japan? It will also be discussed how Europe has changed its own systems of innovation after the enlargement to ten new member countries.

Seminar4: The Olympic medals table, or the subtle art of measuring technological capabilities among countries.

Whenever countries are compared, we make a number of implicit assumptions that are not made explicit. This does not mean that international comparisons are useless, but simply that we need to be aware of the methodical implications of our assumptions. The seminar will take  into account a handful of recent attempts to discuss the methodological implications.

Seminar 5: On patents, innovation surveys, R&D and other devices to measure the rate and direction of technological change.

The advantages and the disadvantages of the various measures of technological change will be discussed. It will be shown the differences between measurement at the firm, industry and technological field levels.
